We
are currently once again investigating a speed limit through Chorley.

Prescott Bridge road closure:

Sadly there is to be a road closure at Prescott Bridge due to structural
damage which needs to be repaired. The work is scheduled to commence on
24th July and it is estimated that the road closure will remain in place until
30th August, i.e. 5.5 weeks. However, it is possible that the work will start a
few days earlier than this date to enable the contractor to set up his site
compound prior to closing the bridge to traffic.

When the work is underway the bridge will remain open for use by
pedestrians and dismounted cyclists only but unfortunately not horses.

It is proposed that when the bridge is closed, traffic will be diverted via
Farlow, Stottesdon and Walton. Please note that it is not proposed to divert
people along the Prescott to Hardwickforge road due to the unpredictability of
water levels at the ford.

Press reports will be issued and signs will be erected at the bridge at the
beginning of July.

Can we please ask for your patience whilst this work is being carried out and
not to try to drive through this closure as it will not be possible!
